Upon retiring from her
distinguished dispatching career, Judy began a fulfilling a new adventure as a
graphic designer Judy worked for over ten years at the Napa graphic design
firm Grape Graphics, helping to create products for prominent Napa Valley
businesses and resorts including Silverado Country Club, Auberge du Soleil,
Calistoga Ranch, Solage Calistoga and BRIX Restaurant. In 1997, Judy
entered and won the Calaveras County Fair Jumping Frog Jubilee Logo
contest. Judy enjoyed traveling and being with her family. Judy also had many
hobbies including reading, collecting Teddy Bears as well as making and



selling Teddy Bears, scrap booking, quilting, sewing and knitting. Judy also did
volunteer work for the Napa Emergency Women's Services and was a
member of the Napa Valley Quilters. Judy was predeceased by her parents
and her dear sister Diane Feathers.
